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Kid’s TV Commercials Introduction Checklist

Does the introduction start off with a “hook,” a couple of sentences that draws the reader into the essay in an interesting thoughtful manner?

Does the introduction then move to a treatment of the specific topic that the writer chose to pursue, either gender issues or minority representation?  This should either express the problem in some way or argue that the problem is exaggerated depending on your stance.

Does the writer introduce O’Connor using one of the patterns we worked on in class?

Does the introduction contain a clear, specific thesis statement at the end? The thesis should make a claim about the ads stating whether they are harmful or not with reference made to your topic selection (either gender or minorities).

Is there anything in the introduction that seems irrelevant or pointless as far as the assignment is concerned?

What do you feel are the strong and weak points of this introduction?  What did you like or dislike about it?  

Is the introduction at least two thirds of a page long?
